Primarily assisting our ‘Walking Bus Service’ you will support the safe collection of
children from local primary schools, converse with school staff and parents at collection
time and in addition, support in the set up of activities for the children in our care,  
engaging in fun and inclusive activities and games.

A voluntary placement is ideal for students studying a Youth, Early Years or support
services qualification, and who wish to focus upon their own professional development
through a period of practical on the job experience.

You can apply either via your tutor at college; or independently by completing the
application section within this placement pack. 

Once the application is complete and forwarded to our team, you will be invited to
meet with us so we can agree on a suitable date and time for you to undertake your
placement hours, this will ensure you gain the most out of your time with us.  

Placement Duration : 
Your placement can be for a week, a month or more, as each placement with YMCA
Humber can be tailored to suit your educational timetable and external commitments.

If you require set hours to reach your placement goals, we will work with you to
ensure your timetable is met, and have the flexibility to adjust when needs require.
